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It is gratifying to note that the Batumi Archaeological Museum, LEPL Ajara Museum has prepared
another catalogue dedicated to the intangible culture of the Hellenistic period (fourth - first century BC)
exhibited at the same institution. It is worth mentioning that the museum has obtained fascinating, some-
times unique exhibits through archaeological fieldwork. The most important thing is that they are all in
perfectly preserved at the intact complexes. So, we have conclusive information for the study of one of
the most essential stages in human history.

Following in the footsteps of the Classical Age, we see a further increase in economic and intellectual
life in Colchis. The broadcasting boundaries of international contacts have expanded in an unprecedent-
ed way, and the direct participants are already the representatives of the local classes. The area under
study (today’s Ajara) represented one of the most critical sections of the Transcaucasian trade root, this
is the period when the foundations are laid for the Great Silk Road, which is counted from the Roman
Empire. It is interesting to note that the earlier remains of silk fabrics found in Europe discovered at Pich-
vnari and dated to the fourth century BC.

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INTRODUCTION

Our country has a rich historical past. This is especially true of the ancient history and culture of Aja-
ra. As a result of archaeological field research carried out in the second half of the last century and in
the first quarter of the twenty-first century, it can be said that not only Georgia but also the treasure of
world civilization has been considerably enriched by discoveries. The monuments of intangible culture
at our disposal confirm that the local creative population was directly involved in the world’s historical
processes since the beginning of the late Mesolithic and Neolithic periods. These epochs are related to
the transition from the appropriating, gathering activity to the cultural, productive, resident economy.

The contribution of the local population in the transition from the Stone Age to the Metal Age is also
unique. The expeditions carried out by Batumi Archaeological Museum discovered a completely new cul-
ture in the Eurasian region, associated with the technology of non-ferrous metals for the Chalcolithic and
Bronze Ages. According to the newly discovered monuments of the megalithic culture, the processes of
mining and metal processing reached an exceptionally high level of development. Since ancient times,
the products manufactured in the research area served both the Anatolian and the ancient civilisations
of Mesopotamia and Crete-Mycenae. Our region was one of the outstanding ancient centres of iron met-
allurgy. All this is reflected in the oldest and most popular myth about the Argonauts.

Particularly rich treasures were created both with the Greek mainland and with the various city-states
of the Aegean world. In the Classical period, the coastal population of southwestern Georgia had direct
first-hand contact with a centre of the world of the time such as Athens. Such rich artefacts have not been
found anywhere in Transcaucasia. The Greek necropolis of Pichvnari is the only monument that perfectly
reflects these continuous relations.

Another exciting phase in human history is the era of Hellenism since the end of fourth to first century
BC. Unprecedented social and economic changes and innovations occur. We would like to point out that
the Graeco-Macedonian expansion did not touch the eastern Black Sea coast. Still, the direct contact
with the Hellenistic states brought ancient Colchis into the orbit of Hellenism. It influenced the economic
life, culture, and ideology of Colchis. The Hellenistic period in Colchis, as in the world of the time, is the
age of revival of economic life and increasing trade relations. Colchis was situated on the Transcauca-
sian trade root, which was connected to India through ancient states on the Caspian Sea, Pontus, Phasis
(modern Rioni) and Kyrus (modern Mtkvari/Kura). The political map of the world was changed. The new
Hellenistic states that emerged after the death of Alexander the Great took the leading position in trade,
economic, and cultural relations with Colchis. Traditional ties with Greece also continue with more or
less intensity. Based on the remains of silk fabrics found in the Colchian cemetery of Pichvnari from the



late Classical period, it is confirmed that Pichvnari, at the same time, represented one of the sections of
the well-known so-called Great Silk Road. In material culture, ancient forms become established; Greek
religious cults spread, and new urban centres emerge through which the local population develops trade
and economic relations with the outside world.

Interesting evidence has been gathered through successive archaeological excavations to investigate
the tangible and spiritual culture of Colchis - this vital part of the Hellenistic age. Significant are the ar-
chaeological findings on the ancient site of Pichvnari. The Hellenistic period artefacts were found in close
to Classical period necropoleis. More than 350 burials and dozens of ritual platforms have been found. It
can be seen that the process of Hellenisation is deepening. Instead of the burial customs characteristic
of the earlier Colchian society, there are burials that are oriented towards East, imitating the Hellenes.
There is also evidence of the custom of holding funeral feasts. There are a few cremation burials and
amphora burials. There are also tile-roofed burials.

Remarkable materials from the Hellenistic period were found in the hill of Tsikhisdziri settlement, the
extensive cemetery of the ancient period, which was in use since the sixth century BC, to the end of
fourth-fifth century AD. It should be noted that most of the 313 identified graves date of the Hellenistic
period were discovered there.

Accordingly, the catalogue - “Hellenism and Colchis” will present the archaeological evidence of the
Hellenistic period found in Pichvnari and Tsikhisdziri, which are displayed in Batumi Archaeological Mu-
seum, LEPL Ajara Museum.

The people of southwestern Georgia have been fishing since ancient times. It is possible that this area
took on an industrial character during the Hellenistic period. During the field archaeological excavations
of the Neolithic settlement of Makhvilauri, thousands of stone net sinkers (fourth millennium BC) were
found, which are related to this field of activity and are unique (they have only one side grooved). The
well-known net sinkers often appear on the monuments of the next period, fourth to first millennium BC
(Ispani and Namcheduri). This is especially true for the Pichvnari of Classical period. These types of
fishing artefacts became even more diverse in the Hellenistic period. It can be seen that sinkers made
of lead instead of stone gradually took the first place among net sinkers, which is an innovation for the
Pichvnari population. In the Hellenistic era, fishing was one of the most advanced and essential econom-
ic activities. The proximity to the sea and the Choloki and Ochkhamuri rivers naturally, created excellent
conditions for the development of fishing. Therefore, it also had a trade character. As in other Black Sea
centres, Pichvnari seems to have exported a large part of the salted fish that was in great demand in the
Greek world.

The Hellenistic period ceramic ware artefacts have been found in the cemetery and ritual places of Pichvnari. A distinction
is made between local and imported samples.

The local pottery is unique for the study of Colchian craft production. The consumer objects are traditional and typical of
the Colchian culture. The consumption items in more or less large quantities are the so-called brown clay vessels. Pichvna-
rian and Hellenised forms are distinguished.

In this respect, Pichvnari and its surroundings in Pontus were one of the leading independent centres of the new pottery
craft. Highly crafted and moderately decorated tableware creates a new trend.

Traditional forms are dergis (jugs), pots, flasks, and bowls. Spindle whorls are also among the objects associated with the
household craft that have been handed down since Antiquity. On one of them is a symbol of the constant movement of the sun,
associated with pre-earthly agriculture.

Based on the data from Pichvnari, as well as from whole Colchis and the Caucasus, it can be clearly stated that the clay
pot is one of the leading forms of kitchen and pottery wares. Most of them are plain; an exception is the classics from Pichvna-
ri, where this type of earthenware was provided with masterly made pots that were characteristic only for the local population.

During the Hellenistic era, the boundaries of the ur-
ban settlement expanded considerably. Accordingly,
there is also a demographic boom. Changes take place
in the economy and cultural development as well as in
the field of international relations.

Unlike in the classical era, imported pottery takes a
modest place. From the second half of the 4th century
BC, black-gloss Attic kantharoi, lekythoi, bowls, fish pla-
tes, and jug-shaped vessels are widely used. Black-glos-
sed lekythoi are rarely used as grave goods but are re-
placed by clay perfume vessels.

It is noteworthy that the tradition characteristic of the
Classical period, the way to organize festivals and sports
competitions in the periphery of the ancient world, at Pi-
chvnari continuous. All this is perfectly confirmed by the
toreutics and other monuments of intangible culture con-
nected with the existence of the palaestra.

The most diverse and numerous group of the grave goods of the Hellenistic period is made of beads or necklaces. They differ
in terms of material, size, shape, and decoration. Depending on the material: metal, stone, glass, and vitreous paste beads and
necklaces are distinguished.

Among them are also about twenty specimens of gold, pieces of bronze. A very modest number of carnelian stone beads.

Among the glass beads, a distinction is made between polychrome and monochrome beads. The front-runners in the group
of polychrome works are glass eye beads, with mostly blue examples predominating. Their abundance allows us to talk about
technological differences in production.

Among the other types of polychrome beads, cylindrical, cornelian cherry-stone shaped, square barrel-shaped, and biconical
beads are worth mentioning. Square, tangerine-shaped, mosaic, and patterned beads are rare.

The so-called monochromes- small beads offer a unique variety. They are round, cylindrical, ring-shaped, rarely barrel-shaped
and biconical. The leading colour is blue; there are many yellow, blue, turquoise, green, black, brownish, purple and aqua small
beads. These beads were mainly used for necklaces, bracelets, and to decorate clothing.

We can distinguish small beads of vitreous paste and relatively large yellow beads from another species. Also, medium-sized,
elongated, tubular beads with transparent and cloudy glass, rope-like, biconical beads in various sizes and colours.

A few beads in the cornelian cherry stone shaped and so-called gold-plated gilded beads are also available. There are various
types of beads: conical, pyramidal, amphoric, jug-shaped, spherical, heart-shaped in deferent sizes, beads with images of bird
and human heads, and others. It is clear that in the Hellenistic period, the interest of the local population in beads and necklaces
was exceptionally high.

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CONCLUSION

The catalogue presents some types of artefacts related to the cultural heritage of the Hellenistic pe-
riod. We would like to point out to our visitors that in this phase of human development, the contribution of
the Kingdom of Colchis has become even greater both in the economy and culture of the country and in the
field of international relations. We consider it appropriate at this point to quote the words of Herodotus, who
is recognised as the father of history, regarding the unique mission of the legendary Colchis: “The Persians
inhabit a country upon the southern (Erythraean sea) which they called red; above them, to the north, are the
Medes; beyond the Medes, the Saspirians; beyond them, the Colchians, reaching to the northern sea, into
which the Phasis empties itself. These four nations fill the whole space from one sea to the other”.

With the fusion of Western and Eastern civilisations, Colhis, including our region, fell under the spell of
Hellenism. From a particular stage of the Classical period, the Transcaucasian trade root began on the coast
of Georgia including the territory of Ajara, connecting Rioni, Mtkvari, the Caspian and Central Asian states of
Bactria with India via Sogdiana. From the Hellenistic period onwards, Colchian society became an even more
active, direct participant in these processes.

Archaeological data prove that the processes of Hellenisation are deeply rooted, both in Colchis and
in the inner regions of Iberia. Considering that the oldest remains of silk fabrics among the European states
were found in Pichvnari, one of the sections of the Great Silk Road must have passed through the Ajara coast
- the southwestern part of Georgia. The unique role of the inhabitants of this region in the trade, economic
and cultural relations between the metropolis and the city-states of the ancient periphery has been known
since ancient times. Existed artefacts of tangible culture show that agriculture was increasingly intensive for
this period. The osteological material shows that cattle breeding reached a high level of development. It is
used as a summer alpine pastures and a winter pasture coastal plain. Fishing was one of the most important
economic activities in almost all epochs.

It is also significant that after direct contact with the Hellenic world, the production of dolphin fat and the
import of salted fish become industrial commodities. Weaving experiences an even greater increase. Among
the objects frequently found in the graves are spindle-whorls and warp weights made of clay for vertical
looms. We know from Greek and Roman authors that the flax of Colchis found great recognition on the in-
ternational market. Pottery underwent particular changes. The era of Hellenism is associated with the emer-
gence of a completely new trend in the footsteps of traditional forms, characterised by simplicity, moderate
decoration and proportions (brown fired pottery). For the first time, the production of local amphorae begins.
The same applies to tiles and louteiroi. The import of traditional monochrome or painted pottery continues.
New centres also emerge. The black-gloss bowl! with inscription belongs to the time when Panhellenic public
holidays or sporting competitions were followed by similar events in which the people of the world of that time
participated. The imagination of the jewellery-creators of the Hellenistic period has been even more refined.
It is important to note that foundation was laid for the widespread use of bezel jewellery, which was typical of
the Roman perriod. Among the glyptic designs are widely used the patterns with a portrait image of Berenice
Il. The signet rings show that the pantheon of religious beliefs and conceptions was further enriched. Glass
eye beads, necklaces, neck hoops, earrings, bracelets, miniature bells, bow-type fibulas, etc. were also
widely used.

Armour plates or shield brooches presented as a unit in the tomb inventory were supposed to have a
symbolic charge.
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
